•	 Natural gas is a proven technology that is cost-competitive and 

reduces both criterion air pollutants and greenhouse gas (GHG) 
emissions. 

•	 CNG and RNG are well-suited for use in congested areas where 
human health is compromised due to poor air quality. This is 
because CNG and RNG reduce criterion air pollutants, such as NOx 
and particulate, by 90% over the cleanest diesel engines.

•	 As such, CNG and RNG offer cost-competitive and commercially-
ready technology that benefit human health and combat the effects 
of climate change.
